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A Corpus-based Analysis of Lin Huiyin’s Translated Works as a Mixed Stew

Abstract; Lin Huiyin’ s translated work is studied quantitatively through corpus tools and compared with her original works
intralingually and the English original work interlingually. It is like a “mixed stew” with the simplicity of modern Chinese,
elegance of the classical Chinese, logical prominence of English and the author’ s particular romantic writing style. These
features are not caused by the translator’ s random choices but rather created by the historical context. The use of modern
Chinese reflects the call for literature revolution but the immaturity of modern Chinese caused the mixed use of classical and
modern Chinese. Meanwhile, foreignization was promoted by scholars, which actually affected the translator’ s strategy.
Therefore, the features of translation are a reflection of historical needs as well as the translator’ s competence, feeling and
style.
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
