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A Linguistic Exploration of the English Learners Dictionaries of Various Generations

Abstract: English learners dictionaries enjoy wide popularity among language learners and have under-
gone several revolutionary transitions with a profound linguistic influence. This paper first analyzes differ-
ent historical stages of English learners dictionaries briefly, and then divides them into six generations ac-
cording to their macrostructural features. This is the first diachronical division in whole history of the Eng-
lish learners dictionaries. The paper also explores the linguistic principles and rules underlying their histor-
ical development in the perspectives of the various branches of linguistics, aiming to help users make more
effective use of English learners’ dictionaries, and be aware of the development trends of English learner's
dictionaries.
