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A study about coexistence of affirmation and negation
in the pattern of "*Chadian Mei VP"

Abstract: Affirmation and negation coexist in the pattern of "Chadian Mei VP". According to the

difference in accent and pause, it can be divided into two patterns: "Chadian Mei+VP" and "Chadian+Mei

VP". The former represents negation and the latter represents affirmation. This difference is mainly caused

by the "Mei". The "Mei" in the former is a subjective mark, which has not negative effect while the "Mei"

in the latter is a negative adverb. So, there is a double negation and it represents affirmation.
