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The Category Function of “You X Mei X” and Its Lexicalization

Abstract: There are four types of “you X mei X”. The functions of each form are different. The syntax, structure and semantic
functions of each category “you X mei X” are sorted out, and the lexicalization conditions of each category are inferred.
